Theft out of motor vehicle was the main crime committed in the Sector this week.

Pertinent Detail:

In a robbery incident that occurred at Woodmead Drive and Woodlands Drive, Woodmead, on 2017-09-16
at about 11:10, the complainant withdrew cash.
